After their 
young life is shaken by tragedy, they come to the 
United States and open the Cloud’s Rest Inn 
Motel, hoping for a new start. Salahudin and 
Noor are more than best friends; they are family. 
Growing up as outcasts in the small desert town 
of Juniper, California, they understand each oth-
er the way no one else does. Until The Fight, 
which destroys their bond with the swift fury of a 
star exploding. Now, Sal scrambles to run the 
family motel as his mother Misbah’s health fails 
and his grieving father loses himself to alcohol-
ism. Noor, meanwhile, walks a harrowing tight-
rope: working at her wrathful uncle’s liquor store 
while hiding the fact that she’s applying to col-
lege so she can escape him--and Juniper--
forever. When Sal’s attempts to save the motel 
spiral out of control, he and Noor must ask them-
selves what friendship is worth--and what it takes 
to defeat the monsters in their pasts and the 
ones in their midst.

Eight hours. Six friends. One sniper…Eighteen-
year-old Red and her friends are on a road trip in 
an RV, heading to the beach for Spring Break. 
It’s a long drive but spirits are high. Until the RV 
breaks down in the middle of nowhere. There’s 
no mobile phone reception and nobody around to 
help. And as the wheels are shot out, one by 
one, the friends realize that this is no accident. 
There’s a sniper out there in the dark watching 
them and he knows exactly who they are. One of 
the group has a secret that the sniper is willing to 
kill for. A game of cat-and-mouse plays out as 
the group desperately tries to get help and to 
work out which member of the group is the tar-
get. Buried secrets are forced to light in the 
cramped, claustrophobic setting of the RV, and 
tensions within the group will reach deadly lev-
els. Not everyone will survive the night. 
 
#3 Girl Who Fell Beneath the Sea

Deadly storms have ravaged Mina’s homeland 
for generations. Floods sweep away entire villag-
es, while bloody wars are waged over the few 
remaining resources. Her people believe the Sea 
God, once their protector, now curses them with 
death and despair. In an attempt to appease him, 
each year a beautiful maiden is thrown into the 
sea to serve as the Sea God’s bride, in the  



hopes that one day the “true bride” will be cho-
sen and end the suffering. Many believe that  
Shim Cheong, the most beautiful girl in the vil-
lage--and the beloved of Mina’s older brother 
Joon--may be the legendary true bride. But on 
the night Cheong is to be sacrificed, Joon follows 
Cheong out to sea, even knowing that to inter-
fere is a death sentence. To save her brother, 
Mina throws herself into the water in Cheong’s 
stead. Swept away to the Spirit Realm, a magical 
city of lesser gods and mythical beasts, Mina 
seeks out the Sea God, only to find him caught in 
an enchanted sleep. With the help of a mysteri-
ous young man named Shin--as well as a motley 
crew of demons, gods and spirits--Mina sets out 
to wake the Sea God and bring an end to the 
killer storms once and for all.

Seventeen-year-old Cristian 
Florescu dreams of becoming a writer, but Ro-
manians aren’t free to dream; they are bound by 
rules and force. Amidst the tyrannical dictator-
ship of Nicolae Ceaușescu in a country governed 
by isolation and fear, Cristian is blackmailed by 
the secret police to become an informer. He’s left 
with only two choices: betray everyone and eve-
rything he loves--or use his position to creatively 
undermine the most notoriously evil dictator in 
Eastern Europe. Cristian risks everything to un-
mask the truth behind the regime, give voice to 
fellow Romanians, and expose to the world what 
is happening in his country. He eagerly joins the 
revolution to fight for change when the time ar-
rives. But what is the cost of freedom?
